a more sustainable world.

By combining both themes, the unit offers a complete perspective on how everyday
purchases and personal decisions connect to environmental responsibility. Through
articles, listening activities, conversations, and practical exercises, you will strengthen your
ability to understand and communicate ideas about shopping and recycling, enhancing
your English skills for real life and global contexts.

Develop students’ ability to communicate effectively about shopping habits, consumer
behavior, and environmental practices. Students will learn to make complaints, express
quantities using too, enough, many, and much, and understand real-life conversations

about buying and consumption.
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They will also explore environmental issues by making speculations and using zero and
first conditionals, as well as conditional sentences with may or might, to discuss recycling
and single-use plastics. By the end of the unit, students will understand short articles
related to unusual shopping spaces and environmental topics, integrating vocabulary and

grammar to express informed opinions in everyday and global contexts.
