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INTRODUCTION

Unit 4 explores two themes that are deeply connected to students’ personal growth, cultural
understanding, and future aspirations: school life and vacations. In the first part of the unit, you
will revisit your past by learning how to describe school activities, clubs, and childhood habits.
You will use the structure used to to talk about routines and experiences that were true in the
past but have changed over time. This will help you share stories, compare different school

cultures, and recognize how early experiences contribute to your personal development.

In the second part of the unit, you will look toward the future. You will learn how to talk about
vacation plans, use modals for possibility, speculation, and deduction, and understand
conversations related to careers and studying abroad. Whether discussing a future trip,
volunteering opportunities, or long term goals, you will develop the language needed to plan

ahead and express uncertainty with clarity and confidence.

Together, both lessons connect your memories, present interests, and future ambitions, giving
you the tools to communicate in English about meaningful personal experiences. Through
readings, listening activities, real life dialogues, and guided practice, this unit will strengthen
your ability to talk about past habits, understand stories about influential people, share future

plans, and explore opportunities for learning and travel in a global context.

Strengthen students’ ability to talk about past habits and school experiences using used to,
and to express future plans and possibilities using modals for speculation and deduction. By
the end of the unit, students will understand short narratives about school life and vacations

and communicate their own past routines and future plans with clarity and confidence.
